Seeding Committee: All are welcome to attend, but only one coach from each division will vote. (It is up to the division to decide representation).  The committee will seed the top 16 teams that qualify, every effort will be made to avoid common league opponents in the preliminary and round of 16 games.  It is recommended that all coaches whose teams qualify attend this meeting in order to arrange preliminary and round of 16 games. 

Games:

Preliminary - 
to be played by Sunday, October 3rd  (Monday, October 4th -raindate)

Played at the higher seeded school, or neutral site if both schools agree.

Round of 16 
Sunday, October 10th  (Monday, October 11th -raindate). 
12Noon and 2PM double headers on turf fields at Ramsey, Mahwah, IHA, Northern Highlands.  If Sunday is rained out games are to be played on Monday at the higher seeded school, or neutral site if both schools agree.

Quarterfinals:
Sunday, October 17th - games at:

11:00am, 1:00pm, 3:30pm, 5:30pm at Indian Hills High School
Semifinals:
Sunday, October 24th - games at 12:noon, 2:00pm –River Dell H.S.
Finals:

Sunday, October 31st - 12:noon – at Indian Hills High School

Officials:
Preliminary round officials are assigned, both to be paid by the home (higher seeded) team unless on neutral field, then each team will play one official.  Round of 16 officials are assigned by BCWCA and paid by the 4 hosting schools from the gate proceeds. The BCWCA has also assigned officials and will pay them for the Quarterfinals, Semifinals and Final.  The BCWCA tournament will be using the traditional two-referee system.

Overtime Rules: All games will be played to completion according to NJSIAA regulations. If at the end of the two 10 minute overtimes the game is still tied, Penalty Kick Shootout as per NJSIAA tournament regulations will be used to determine a winner.

Uniforms/Benches: Higher Seeded Teams will wear white jerseys, lower seeded dark jerseys. Higher Seeded team will sit on right side as viewed from field.
Balls: NFHS stamped balls are to be used in all games. Each team will supply three balls agreed upon by officials to be used. 
Ball Runners:  Each school is to supply two ball runners per game. (These are not the listed volunteers!) See below.
Trainer: BCWCA will supply a certified trainer for Quarterfinals, Semis, and Final.
